OLLYWOOD — “Good

jazz may be going, but
it'’s not going thhuut a
struggle from me,” Frank
Sinatra said.

“As long as my vocal
chords hold out, then I expect
to be singing the good songs,
the songs with style, beauty
and rhythm,” he promised.

Demonstrating this deter-
mination, Sinatra will present
his third major television
special, A Man and His Music
plus Ella plus Jobim, starring
Sinatra, Ella Fxtzgerald and
Guitarist Antonio Carlos
Jobim, in color on NBC
Mimday [8-9 p. m., channel
5.

“That’s one reason why I
decided to do these television
specials in the first place,”
explained Sinatra, who has
starred in a show a year for
ghe past three years. “Good
jazz may be on the way out,
but it's going to hear from
me, first.”

SINATRA, one of Ameri-
ca’s top male vocalists for a
quarter of a century, ex-
pressed firm convictions both
about what to sing and how to
sing it.

“I don’t want to dazzle
viewers with a lot of mumbo
jumbo and stuff,” he con-
tinued, explaining his prefer-
ence for simplified television
staging.

“I figure if they are
watching me they are fans. If
they are fans, then I know
what they like in musical
terms and I give it to them.

“I don’t try to convince
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FRANK SINATRA

them that I'm the greatest
thing since sliced bread. I
just sing to them.
